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Our goal here at NYUSPS at NYU Shanghai is to help you develop the skills you need to be able
to communicate successfully and confidently in English. We are focused on helping you use
English, not just learn about English by memorizing grammar rules and long lists of vocabulary
words. Research has found that, whereas facts and word lists can be memorized relatively
quickly, the ability to use language appropriately is acquired gradually and only with extensive
opportunities for practice (Anderson, 1990, 1993; Richard-Amato & Snow, 1992). Therefore,
you will be given many opportunities to use English in a variety of learning activities that are
designed to help you develop skills that will improve your listening, speaking, reading, and
writing.
