NYU Shanghai is seeking to fill two full-time positions in the Chinese Language Program. We are seeking Chinese 
language lecturers who can: 1) teach with a load of 4 Chinese language courses per academic year; 2) teach language 
courses for short-term intersessions during summer/winter; 3) create course syllabi, supplementary materials and 
examination papers for the courses accordingly; 4) offer office hours for students’ consultation and additional study, 
2 hours per week; 5) work for Chinese language clinic, 6 hours per week; 6) assist with the placement and exemption 
exams; 7) assist with syllabi and examination paper reviewing; 8) assist with the development of coherent, well-
designed language acquisition programs for beginner to superior level students. Special attention should be given 
to ways to include performance-based methodologies and texts into the curriculum; 9) assist with the review and 
selection of materials, both published and developed on site, for language courses; 10) assist Director of Chinese 
Language Program in organizing and coordinating Chinese language activities, level discussions, program meetings, 
academic conferences as assigned; 11) assist with any other tasks related to the Chinese language program that is 
designated by direct supervisors.  
 
Qualified candidates should: 1) have Master’s degree minimum, majored in Chinese, English literature, Linguistics 
and other relevant academic concentrations is preferred; 2) be familiar with US and Chinese educational systems; 
3) be fluent in English and Chinese, oral and written; 4) have minimum 2 years’ class teaching for students from 
English speaking countries; 5) possess problem solving, time management, excellent written and verbal 
communication skills; 6) be responsible, self-motivated, flexible, have creative ability to use one’s own initiative, 
team player, able to work well under pressure.  

 
Review of applications will begin on February 14th, 2018 and will be reviewed until the position is filled.  To be 
considered, applicants should submit their cover letter, a curriculum vitae with contact information of three 
references, Chinese class teaching demo video (applicant may add the link into their CV).
