Position Description 

NYU Shanghai is currently inviting applications for an Assistant, Associate, or Full 
Professor in Environmental Studies. The successful candidate will join a vibrant 
research community housed in the NYU Shanghai Social Science Area, its research 
centers, and the NYU Global Network. 

Terms of employment at NYU Shanghai are comparable to NYU New York and other 
U.S. institutions with respect to research start-up funds and compensation, and they 
include housing subsidies and educational subsidies for children. Faculty may in 
certain cases have the opportunity to spend time at NYU New York and other sites of 
the NYU Global Network, engaging in both research and teaching. 

Qualifications 

We seek candidates at the rank of Assistant, Associate, or Full Professor in 
Environmental Studies who have completed a PhD in geography, anthropology, 
sociology, political science, public health, development studies, or a related social 
science field, and whose work demonstrates a capacity for excellence in 
interdisciplinary research and classroom instruction. We are especially but not 
exclusively interested in scholars whose research adopts a global, transnational, or 
comparative perspective on climate change, urban environments, justice, governance, 
or health. This position is part of a four-line cluster search on the climate-health nexus, 
broadly construed; the other three positions are in global public health, medical 
anthropology, and psychology. 

Application Instructions 

Applicants should submit a cover letter, curriculum vitae, statement of research, 
statement of teaching interests, and at least one writing sample via Interfolio. 
Additionally, those applying at the rank of assistant or associate professor (without 
tenure) should enter the names and email addresses of at least three referees. Each 
referee will be contacted to upload a reference letter through Interfolio.
