The candidate
would join an active group of scholars who are focused on ethnolinguistic studies of
cancer care, cultural perspectives on health and illness, ecology, climate justice, and
the effects of urban and built environments on human health and develop innovative
and exciting collaborations with faculty across the social sciences. The successful
candidates will have the opportunity to join a vibrant research community housed in
the NYU Shanghai Social Sciences Area and its research centers.
